What attitudes and characteristics make a teacher effective?      What principles and beliefs about teaching and learning will guide your practice as a future teacher?  How will you strive to engage your students in content knowledge and subject matter? How can and should a teacher create a positive classroom environment?  Include supporting details and examples.
Option 2: Education in the 21st Century United States.  Use this essay as a way to introduce yourself to the Teacher Education Committee.  In this paper discuss what the role of education is and ought to be in a democracy such as the United States in the 21st century.
