e.  assessment of the teacher candidate that is clearly explained in a rubric, checklist, or

f.  a syllabus prepared for the teacher candidate in the first week of class


g.  30 hours of classroom experience (specialist or the campus professor can monitor)


h.  annotated seating chart for ONE class of students
